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To avoid estrangement of a wife from the
husband due to incompatability, dowry
problems or due to tough and bad natured
in-laws, etc. and eviction from the husband's
house due to the husband being interested

in other women etc.

Note :
This Mantra is meant to be chanted only by
women, who have been estranged or separated
from, driven out or neglected or ignored by
husbands for whatever reasons it may be. In
some cases the japa of this mantra resulted in
a miraculous reunion of the couple, while in
one or two cases it failed. In one case of failure,
the girl did not want to go back to her husband
but was doing the mantra on pressure from
parents. Strong faith and belief in the power of
God’s intervention are also important factors

which influence the results.
