Remain Uninvolved
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You do not choose — you are made to choose.
(1) At a relative level by vasanas
(2) At Reality level by the Lord

So if vasanas go, what all you do is God’s will.

But if you go deeper, the one who made the vasanas impel you to an
action is also God’s. So only thing is never think, ‘l do — I choose’. What
you can do is remain uninvolved in the results of action or even in its
process — Be a Witness — Good or bad may come out of it — No concern
or No reaction. If unable to do it surrender to Lord, “Lord, you made me
do and involve me. Please keep me away from all actions. THY WILL BE

DONE.”
