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“Somehow cling to God” has
several ramifications:

1. You may establish a relation of
hate, fear or love or delusion.

In Bhagawatam, by some means or
other put your mind and heart on
Krishna - then he says what is
written above.

2. Clinging to God is a vasana like
cigarette smoking - it is not
destiny. Even if all your vasanas
are worldly and against God - they
are your advisers - you are the
governor- Somehow ignore the
advice and assert your free will
and cling to him

3. You can love him as a child, as a
father, as a mother or as a friend-
somehow cling to him

4. Weep, shout his name. Sing,
dance, read, hear, write about
him, meditate, pray, somehow
cling to him.
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
